• Your enrolment verification letter with the current address – you can 
download and print it from your MyQuest account   

• Rental agreement   
• Home insurance 
• Vehicle registration   
• Bank statement indicating your address  
• Bills such as utilities and phone bills 

 
Identity documents may be one of the following:   

• Passport   
• Government-issued driver’s license   
• Government-issued registries ID card  

 
Legal entitlement to be in Canada documents includes:   

• Study Permit   
 
 Additional supporting documents may be 
requested to confirm AHCIP eligibility.
